RETURN TO MS. HOLLAND BY MONDAY, JUNE 20th 
AFAHS Summer Programs: 
Frequently Asked Questions

· What counts as “successful” completion of my summer program?
The successful completion of a summer program means that a scholar has completed 80% of their program based on the amount of time their program lasts (Example: If your program is 5 days long, you complete 4 days of the program)

· What does AECHS count as a “summer program”? If I have to find my own summer program, what should I look for?

A summer program…
· is an educational experience related to a career or academic field

· is unpaid

· lasts a minimum of 40 hours

· cannot be counted as community service AND a summer program—it counts for one or the other. 

· has been approved by Ms. Holland 
(approval for an alternative summer program can be obtained by submitting the “Alternative Summer Program” form) 


· What if I don’t want to do the Summer Program I was assigned?
AFAHS goes to great lengths to take into account a scholar’s interests and passions. This information is obtained through Community Internship Applications and one-on-one meetings throughout the school year. However, it is your prerogative to choose a different program. 


If a program is not satisfactory, the scholar and their family are responsible for providing an alternative summer program. AFAHS will only financially and logistically support their own programs; if an alternative program is approved, it must be logistically and financially supported by the scholar and their family. 

Ms. Holland makes all final decisions regarding the approval of alternative summer programs. “Alternative Summer Program” forms are due to Ms. Holland no later than 
June 20. 


· What if I got accepted to a summer program that is not affiliated with AFAHS?
Again—this is not a problem. Please be sure to fill out the “Alternative Summer Program” form and get it back to Ms. Holland by June 20 and remember that you are financially and logistically responsible for the program. 


· What if I can’t make the dates/times of the Summer Program?
As stated above, if you choose to not attend your assigned summer program for any reason, then you are still responsible for providing an alternative. 
· What if I don’t return the form by June 20?
Scholars who do not return either the “Scholar Confirmation” form or the “Alternative Summer Program” form are automatically enrolled in the summer program identified and set-up by AFAHS. The scholar and their family will be responsible for all costs associated with the program if they do not show up. 
· What if I don’t show up to my summer program?
If a scholar does not show up to their summer program, they are responsible for the cost of the program. 

· What if I am responsible for paying AFAHS back for my summer program, but I don’t have the money?

This cost will be added to any existing debt a scholar might have at AFAHS, with all the same penalties that apply.

· What if I can’t attend the Meet and Greet Orientation on June 14?
It is the responsibility of the scholar to find another time to meet with Ms. Holland so they can go over the logistics of their program. The Meet and Greet is a great time to meet your instructors/supervisors and get a glimpse of what your experience will be like!

· Who provides transportation to my summer program?
Scholars and their families are responsible for transportation to their Summer Programs. 
· What if an unexpected event (sickness, death in the family) arises that prevents me from completing my summer program?
Hopefully, nothing terrible will happen—but in the event that is does, please immediately reach out to Ms. Holland so alternative arrangements can be made and we can be as helpful as possible. 

· What if I have to attend Summer Academy?
If a scholar has to attend Summer Academy, they forfeit their spot at their summer program. Summer Academy will be counted as a summer program. 

· What if my summer program is cancelled for reasons beyond my control?
If a summer program instructor gets sick or some other unforeseen event occurs, the scholars will be contacted and Ms. Holland will discuss alternative options. 


· Who do I contact with questions about my Summer Program?
Ms. Holland will be on-duty all summer to help scholars and their families through the summer program process!
