	IA Questions that correspond to lesson: 

Why is it important to complete a summer program every summer that you are in high school? How do they benefit scholars? What message does it send to colleges if you have a number of summer activities on your resume? Please respond in 4 complete sentences. 

Exemplar response: It is important to do a summer program each summer that you are in high school because it helps scholars to create a robust and diverse resume. Scholars are able to relate the things they learn in the classroom all year to real life scenarios. Additionally, scholars have the opportunity to try out many different fields of study, careers and/or colleges. When colleges see a scholar’s resume is filled with summer programs, it sends the message that the scholar is a motivated individual who uses their free time in a structured, purposeful manner.

	2) Hook / Interesting Idea 30 seconds to 3 minutes

Even when you are an adult, it’s sometimes really hard to make responsible decisions. Let me give you an example: Last month, I really wanted to attend the (insert awesome artist here) concert. The only problem is that the concert was on a Thursday night, and I had to come in and teach the next day. I didn’t know what to do! I’ve always wanted to see this person in concert and here was my chance. But I couldn’t show up for school the next day not having graded all my papers and being super tired—I wouldn’t be able to teach at the level you all expect. Before I tell you what I did, tell me: what would you have done? 

Exemplar response/end result: you could go to the concert and take a nap right after work, you could use your lunch break to grade papers, you could ask your staff assistant to grade papers, etc. The final answer should in some way allow you to attend the concert but organize your time so that you can do the things you want and the things that you need.
So that’s what we’re going to learn today—what we need to do in order to meet our summer program requirement, why it’s important and how we can organize our time so that we get both what we want to do and what we need to do done. 


	3) Students go over the AIMS and AGENDA for the class (on the board) 30 seconds to 1 minute

	4) Mini-Lesson / Modeling (“I” or “I/We”) 5-15 minutes
· Teacher will combine guided notes and the “popcorn” strategy while reviewing the graduation requirements and details with the scholars. (Please see Unit 4, LP Ancillary Documents for “Summer Time, Some Other Time, Section I” Guided Notes)
· On Section II of “Summer Time, Some Other Time,” you will begin by selecting a scholar to share a list of things they want to do in a week and things they have to do in a week. Then, you will plug all of these things into a schedule for them to show how you can get everything done that you need to by being organized. 
( Important note: As scholars are always craving independence and recognition as “adults,” this is a good time to explain that organizing your time at this level is what responsible adults have to do. In order to live a life where you get things you need to do and things you want to do done, you have to be organized.
