· Exemplar response: The four tiers of summer programs are pre-college, internships, growth opportunities and Summer Academy. Each tier has a certain set of requirements that scholars have to meet; those requirements include GPA minimums, character standing in the community and overall performance in school.

	2) Hook / Interesting Idea 7 minutes
What Are The Odds?

1. If you are an average scholar who does not have any extracurricular activities on their resume, what are the odds that you will be accepted into a highly selective college like Yale or Howard? Please answer in 2 complete sentences.

2. If you are a straight A scholar who has no extracurricular activities on their resume, what are the odds that you will be accepted into a highly selective college? What are the odds that you will receive financial aid even if you are accepted? Please answer in three complete sentences.


3. If you had $5,000 that you were going to give as a scholarship to a high school senior, what are the odds that you would pick the senior who has no extracurricular activities? What do participating in Summer Programs and other extracurricular activities say about you to colleges and/or scholarship committees? Please answer in 4 complete sentences. 


· Scholars should turn and talk for each of these questions. After scholars have done turn and talk, they should share out with the class before moving on to the next question. The main point you want scholars to get to is that without that something extra on their resume, they don’t stand out from the tens of thousands of other people competing for spots at the colleges they want to attend and the scholarships that they need.
